Dark, brooding and slightly old fashioned, this 
earthy and meaty red blend matches minty, menthol 
Langhorne Creek fruit with sweet, creamy oak, of 
which the American component is presently the most 
vocal. Its briary flavours of blackberries and plums 
reveal undertones of dusty dried herbs, a hint of 
truffle and plenty of assertive cedar, vanilla and 
dark chocolate oak. It finishes long and smooth, 
with a slightly salty hint of soy.

This vintage of Old Block is an opulent, rich yet 
vibrant expression of old vine Barossa shiraz with 
an impressive array of velvety tannins.
